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Do you use the Battle Creek
Transit System to get to KCC?
Do you know someone who does?
If so, you and other members of
the community may be affected
by upcoming changes in bus
service.

The issue started early last
year with a proposed budget
shortfall. Last April, the City
Manager of Battle Creek put out
a letter to the affected areas asking
for contributions to the transit
budget ranging from 25 to 75
thousand dollars. The money
asked for was based on the
amount of miles driven in each
of the communities. After the
surrounding areas refused, the
city agreed to a reprieve of one
year.

The  a rea s  a sked  fo r
contributions are Emmett,
Bedford, Springfield, and
Pennfield. Around 10-15 percent
of the current bus system will be

affected by the proposed
changes, and about 18-20
percent of the TeleTransit trips.

The proposed changes
include changing the existing
system from nine routes to eight.

To  
f a c i l i t a t e  the
change, two routes are being
combined to create one larger
route. This route will generally
avoid the outside townships by
using alternative routes, or run
through them on an express
basis.

Another proposed change

involves restricting usage of the
TeleTransit system to only Battle
Creek residents.

The reason for the budget
shortfall is because State funding
as the percentage of their budget
has decreased over the last seven
years, from 59 percent, to around
39. These reductions in funding
have occurred while the Transit

Department's costs have
increased.

To make
up for the increased costs
and de-creasing state rev-
enues, the city was forced
to pick up more of the tab
for the transit service.  The

problem with this is that, as
Battle Creek Transit Manager

Jerry Hutchison said, “the city
only has so much money.” This
is to say that, while the city is
increasing funding, it is also
cutting budgets in other areas.
After an infusion of city money,
the transit department is still left
with a budget shortfall of around
150,000 dollars.

A simple fare hike may not
solve the problem either.  Of all
of the revenue collected, the fare
boxes only pick up around
300,000 dollars a year. This only
goes part of the way towards the
total budget, which was around
3.6 million dollars.  The price
of a bus ticket was last raised in
2004.

However, Sharon Lindauer,
the Supervisor of Pennfield
Township, has many issues with
the money being demanded.
She says that the Transit
Department uses all area
residents, including Pennfield
and the surrounding areas as a
part of the total population
when obtaining funding from
the state.  This is an issue with
several of the affected areas.

Also, the bus will be driving
into Pennfield, but will only stop
at the Felpausch at the end of
the route.  Essentially, the bus
will be driving the same amount
of miles in the area, but only
making one stop.  This plan

bypasses the apartment complex
of Crowne Chase, which would
leave many of the Pennfield
residents out of the transit system,
even some disabled passengers.

All of these factors, including
the relatively low number of
Pennfield riders, left the township
with, according to Lindauer, “no
room to negotiate.”

In the end, Hutchison and
the Transit System may not get
the money they are looking for,
as he says, “[the] towns have their
own budget problems.”

Area residents should speak
with their local commissions
before May 16th in order to have
an influence over the final
decision.

Summer is here, and that
means it’s concert season.  Three
major live music festivals are
being held in Chicago this year,
so why not take some time off
work and hop onto I-94?

This year’s Intonation
Music Festival will be held June
24 and 25 in Chicago’s Union
Park.  The roster features notable
mus ic ians  f rom today’s
alternative music scene as well
as several up-and-coming artists.
Among the list is Jon Brion, a
widely renowned musician who
has produced records by Fiona
Apple, Rufus Wainwright, and
Kanye West.  Brion also
composed the film scores for
“Punch-Drunk Love” and
“Eternal Sunshine of the Spotless
Mind.” At the Intonation Music
Festival, Brion will feature his
solo work alongside acts such as
Bloc Party, Dead Prez, The Stills,
and The Streets.  Tickets are $20

for a one-day pass and $35 for
both days. Complete infor-

Less than one week after the
Intonation Music Festival,
Union Park will host the
Pitchfork Music Festival on June
29 and 30. Pitchfork Media is
a music website which holds a
prominent place in independent
music journalism. The event will
include 38 bands, including
indie rock favorites like Spoon,
Silver Jews, Yo La Tengo, and
Band of Horses.  Admission is
$20 for one day and $35 for
both days.  More artists will be
announced at <www.pitchfork
musicfestival.com>.

Lollapalooza 2006 will be
held in Chicago’s Grant Park
from April 4 to April 6.  The
three-day event will feature over
130 bands on eight stages.  The
lineup includes many of today’s
most highly regarded bands,
such as Wilco, Death Cab for

Cutie, Queens of the Stone Age,
Aqualung, and the Flaming Lips.
  In addition to live music,
Lollapalooza will offer food,
drinks, merchandise, and a
“Causapalooza” area with
exhibitions by several
activist groups including
Stop Global Warming.
Three-day passes to the
event run $130 and can be
purchased at <www.lolla
palooza.com>.

They’ve earned 39 victories
on the diamond this season, but
the Kellogg Community
College Bruin baseball team
won’t take the field in the
Region XII Tournament they’re
hosting this year.

A rules infraction earlier in
the season brought a de-
termination this week by the
National Junior College Athletic
Association that the Bruins must
forfeit 13 games, realigning their
season record to 26-23 and

in the tournament scheduled to
be begin May 12 at Nichols
Field. The NJCAA ruling
resulted from the ejection of
infielder Jason Mailloux from
the April  1 game with
Kalamazoo Valley Community
College. Coach Russ Bortell and
the umpire consulted on the
next course of action and
Mailloux played in the second
half of the doubleheader.
However, a new NJCAA rule
instituted this season required
the ejected player to be
suspended from the game

subsequent to the contest from
which he was ejected.

Upon learning of the
infraction, Bortell suspended
Mailloux from the team’s next
game, believing he was living up
to the rule requirement. The
NJCAA disagreed, ruling that the
Bruins forfeit all the games
between the date of the infraction
and the date when the failure to
suspend was discovered.

Despite an appeal, the
Bruins’ 39-12 season became 26-
23, knocking them out of
contention for the Regional
Tournament.

“It’s really too bad for the
players,” said Bortell, who has
been at the helm of the Bruin
nine for more than a decade. “I
take full responsibility for
failing to follow the rules, but
it’s a shame my mistake has to
be so costly for them. It’s been
a good team and a good season
and I hate to see their
tournament hopes spoiled this
way.”

The Bruins will finish
their 2006 season May 6 at
home with Mott Community
College.

S u m m e r  C o n c e r t  S e a s o n

Antoinne Evans, a KCC
student since the fall of 2003,
taking mostly English and writing
classes has recently had a book
published. The book “Welcome
Back to Self ” is a collection of
short stories and poems inspired
by his African American culture
and his mentor/father figure Earl
Matthews who passed away in
1968. Evans is a 52 year old man
who has experienced a lot in his
lifetime and chose writing as a
way to cope.

Evans says, “Many of the
slave narratives were actually
based on stories told to me as a
child by elderly black people.
Some of those stories are mixed
with fictional characters and some
aren’t. Truthfully speaking, my
life has been pure hell on earth
and for many years I was totally
lost. I was raised by an alcoholic
mother who was forced into a life
of gambling and prostitution.”

Evans has read his poetry on
campus, most recently this year
during African American History
month. In August of last year,
through KCC, he was chosen to
attend the Cranbrook Writer’s
Conference in Bloomfield Hills,
MI.  Evans currently holds a 3.5
GPA and if all goes as planned
he will graduate from KCC with
a degree in Liberal Arts in 2007.

Evans will be doing a radio
interview on WBCK 930 AM at
8:40 a.m. on May 19 and will
hold a book-signing at Barnes &
Noble in the Lakeview Square
Mall on May 20.  The book can
