(Undeclared Education Major)

This bachelor’s degree program prepares students to teach in secondary schools. Teaching majors offered by NMU
include: Art & Design, Biology, Business (under revision; not available 2007-08), Chemistry, Earth Science, Economics,
English, French, Geography, Health, History, Industrial Technology, Integrated Science, Mathematics, Music, Physical
Education, Physics, Political Science, Social Studies, Special Education, and Spanish.

In addition to a teaching major, students must also select one teaching minor. NMU offers the following teaching minors:
Biology, Chemistry, Earth Science, Economics, English, French, Geography, German, Health, History, Journalism,
Mathematics, Physical Education, Physics, Political Science, or Spanish

For admissions requirements into the Secondary Education program, students should refer to Teacher Selection and
Retention Standards in the NMU Bulletin. Requirements include:

1. A cumulative GPA of 2.70 or higher in undergraduate-level college credits;

2. Atleast 24 credits in Liberal Studies courses outside of a student’s major and minor with a GPA of 2.50 or higher;

3. A satisfactory score on the Pre-Professional Screening Test (PPST). The PPST is waived for students who have
ACT sub-scores of 21 in English and reading and a sub-score of 20 in Mathematics or SAT scores of verbal 450
and mathematics 500;

4. A passing score on the Michigan Test for Teacher Certification (MTTC) Basic Skills tests; and

5. Successfully complete the pre-methods education courses (ED 201, ED 231, and ED 301).

Students will be denied admission to NMU’s School of Education if they have not met the requirements listed above or if
they have: More than five repeats in college courses; a combination of excessive repeats and withdrawals from classes; or
more than one repeated course in certain areas (major, minor, professional education sequence, or the planned program and
required cognates combined).
