Admissions Requirements:
To be considered for the RN Progression Track, applicants must:

1. Achieve a 3.0 cumulative grade point average (on a four-point scale) from the associate degree or
diploma program from which they graduated and hold a current Michigan Registered Nurse license.

2. Submit an admissions application to Western Michigan University requesting Nursing-RN as the major. A
photocopy of the individual's current Michigan Registered Nurse license must accompany this application.
These materials should be sent to the Office of Undergraduate Admissions and Orientation. At the same
time, students must request that copies of transcripts from any and all post-high school institutions
attended by the applicant be sent to the Admissions Office. Eligible Registered Nurse students will be
admitted to a prenursing curriculum. Nursing students will enroll in courses on a part-time basis. This will
be taken into account when planning the program (i.e., evening and weekend course offerings).
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
