The ink was barely dry on
the authorization from the State
of Michigan last week when
demolition began on the fourth
floor of the Roll Building, where
renovation will take place this
year.

“We were ready to start just
as soon as we had the official
authorization,” said KCC Vice
President for Administration and
Finance Mark O’Connell who is
in charge of the building projects
on campus. “We have a tight
timeline to finish this building
and it was great to see the
demolition crew get to work so
quickly.”

The authorizations for the
Roll Building project were held
up several weeks this summer by
a lack of meetings of the
Michigan Legislature, whose
members have been back home
campaigning as they awaited an
agreement on final budget
numbers being negotiated by the
Governor and Legislative leaders.

The next 12 or so months
will be busy ones in the Roll
Building, which will undergo a
transformation on its three upper
floors, as well as some modest
changes on the first floor. Built
in 1978, the Roll was constructed
as an open space facility that used
only minimal interior walls to
separate instructional spaces.
Allied Health programs (Nursing,
Dental Hygiene, Physical
Therapy Assisting, Radiography,
and Medica l  Laboratory
Technology) are currently housed
there, science classrooms and
laboratories having moved to the
Schwarz Building last year. The
idea of the renovation is to create
more functional classroom and
lab facilities by adding walls, as
well as completely refitting the
electrical and mechanical systems

in the structure.
Additionally, once the Allied

Health spaces have been
renovated, the third floor will be
redone to accommodate the
College’s administration, which
is presently spread out in several
building locations. The idea will
be  to  c re a t e  a  c en t r a l
administrative area to bring
together all key administrative
personnel into one central office
complex, thus locating them
closer to the student population
they serve.

“We are very pleased to be
moving back to the central
portion of the campus,” said Dr.
Ed Haring, KCC President. “The
Mawby Center has been a
wonderful space for us to use,
but we are looking very much
forward to being back in closer
proximity to the main body of
students.”

The Nursing program has
now been temporarily relocated
to the Mawby and Lane Thomas
Buildings, with the Nursing

faculty in offices on two floors of
the Mawby Center.

When the renovation has
been completed, Radiography,
Physical Therapy Assisting, and
Medical Laboratory Technology

will be located on the fourth floor
of the Roll Building, with the
Nursing program to take over the
second floor. Administration will
be on the third floor and some
upgrades will be done to the

Dental program on the first floor.
O’Connell explains that these
latter changes will be made
during semester down times to
accommodate the public during
the renovation.

Total cost of the building’s
renovation will be $5 million,
with $1.625 million coming from
the State and the remainder
coming from the 21st Century
Project voted in 1998 by the
residents of the KCC District.

Companies performing the
renovation work will include
Associated Construction, Bosker
Brick, Cook/Jackson, Battle
Creek Tile, Hunter-Prell, and
Union Electric, all local firms, as
well as Midwest Glass & Mirror,
H&H Painting, Flairwood
Industries, Mall City Mechanical
and Otis.

“It is our plan to be able to
start the fall semester in 2005
with the building’s renovations
completed,” said O’Connell. “We
will be able to begin classes for
the programs housed there. The
only hold-up might be in the
administrative area, but I’m
optimistic that we will be finished
with the third floor of the
building at that time, too.”

I know what you’re probably
thinking: are those things are still
around? The fad of Pokemon has
long since been replaced by Yu-
Gi-Oh. Sales have declined and
it has become more for the
hardcore old schoolers of 1999
than the next generation. And
yet, Nintendo is still making
games. And the opinion of almost
anyone you might see still playing
this game now, even in college
is: if you can get past the name,
you will get sucked into the game.

Believe it or not, the
Pokemon games have long been
considered some of the deepest,
most clever RPGs. Many other
franchises have tried to mimic
their goals, depth, and replay
value. The game is a long
adventure throughout the world
of Pokemon where people collect,
trade, and most importantly
battle with their favorites to
become the greatest Pokemon
masters of all time.

Instead of going forward and
releasing another 100+ monsters
for you to fathom and collect on
the already 300+ roster of the
little creatures, they have decided
to go back to the roots. The two
new t i t l e s ,  F i reRed and
LeafGreen, are a re-release of Red
and Blue with improved graphics,
and nearly all the features the
latest Ruby and Sapphire had to
offer, now giving you the
experience we all wanted way
back when.

For instance, this verson has
Dual Pokemon Battles where you
get to team up with a set of your
Pokemon versus another trainers
team to try and construct the
toughest combo. Do you try two
very powerful Pokemon of the
same type together for a
powerhouse team, or do you mix
them up to try and be ready for
anything? The strategy is up to
you, and many times yours won’t
match anyone else’s. Your
Pokemon also now have innate
powers and nature to give them
more personality, so even though
we both may have started with
Charmander, mine might end up
being faster and tougher than
yours, while yours  might be
stronger and more resilient due

to its nature. There are so many
possibilities even between the
same kind of Pokemon, you
rarely ever catch the exact same
one twice.

Also introduced in these new

versions is the wireless adapter
you can hook up to your Game
Boy Advance which allows easier
trading and battling between
multiple people. And it comes
with the game, free! Also new in
the game are new attacks, some
can now be learned from people,
as well as how well you take care
of your Pokemon. Even the
original starters, Charmander,
Squirtle, and Bulbasaur can gain
new unique attacks depending
on how well you take care of
them.

Even if you already have the
old versions, these give you so
much more. New powers and
special items allow you to do
things like fight trainers you have
already defeated, including Gym
Leaders, and take on tougher,
more leveled up versions of their
team. Also upon your first
completion of the game, you can
expand your Pokedex, (Your
Pokemon encyclopedia) to
include all of the Pokemon up
to date, and you can trade from
your old copies of Ruby/Sapphire
and your Pokemon Coliseum
titles too. So even though this
game doesn’t  sport  new
Pokemon, it brings new players
and old back into the Kanto, with
new challenges, areas, and powers
for you to master. Ignore the
cartoon and anything else that
puts a bad taste in your mouth
when you think of Pokemon, for
this still is one of the best games
you can get on your GBA. Look
for my full review in next month’s
paper.
