Airports, recreational
areas, school yards and golf
courses are using dogs to move
geese. Border Collies are natural
herders and can be trained to
herd specific animals. Under the
Migratory Bird Treaty Act of

Coy and Arms will vary
the times and days they herd as
the geese quickly learn when they
can roam the grounds freely.

At the demonstration, with
her mission accomplished, Coy
quietly returned to her handler’s
side, keeping a keen eye on the
grounds. Her ears perked at the
sound of geese honking awaiting
the command for her to tend to
the geese. Look for Coy to begin
working October 1.

On September 22, the
Eastern Academic Center hosted
a health career and wellness fair
and blood drive.

In
an inspiring story, Feeney, who
suffered from obesity, summoned
the courage and persistence to
lose an incredible amount of
weight. All of us suffer from
addictions of some form or are
unable to overcome certain things
in our lives. It is Pam Feeney’s
story and her candor that can
help us better understand how
to make and keep the resolutions
that we follow.

1. What gave you the
motivation to make the change
that you did?

[Originally,] The only
reason that | decided to lose
the weight was medical. |
was told by my doctor that
I would have ten years—
at best—to live. | had
developed type 2 diabetes,
heart disease, and arthritis.

I was uncomfortable and
| wanted to be able to see
my two sons find me two
daughters-in-law.
2. How did you lose the weight?
| tried every diet and exercise
routine there was to lose my extra
weight, but none worked until |
elected to get gastric bypass
surgery. This surgery involved
bypassing part of my stomach to

my small intestines, and it helped
me to become one-hundred
pounds lighter. Many look at this
surgery as the easy way out, but
it required exercise and careful
eating afterward. | found myself
not physically needing to eat, but
having a ‘mental hunger’.
3. Why do you believe that you
became obese?

| believe that it was genetic.
One of four children, | was the
only one raiding the candy [jar].
Later, | was not eating too much
more than other people my age,
and | still gained weight. | never
allowed myself to eat the candy
bar. | would feel guilty when |
would eat, which may have hurt
me in the end.

5. Have you had any struggles
since losing weight?

Yes, although 1 enjoy
exercising now that I have lost
much of my weight, I still have
a mind-hunger. Sometimes I will
be physically “full,” but mentally
want more food.

6. What message would you
give to students or faculty from
your struggle?

If you are a heavy person and
have tried all of the diets out

there, | would try to exercise so
that even if you do not look
physically fit you will be on the
inside. For people who are
overweight or are suffering from
some form of addiction, | would
try to modify your behavior.
This is what has worked for me.
It is when you make unrealistic
or sweeping changes that your
behavior change fails. This same
thing applies to procrastination
and addiction to alcohol. Overall,
though, be comfortable with who
you are.

When many students hear
Kellogg Community College and
the Physics Department in the
same sentence, they usually have
one of two responses: “I didn't
know they had physics classes”
or “I'm not a ‘science-y’ or ‘math-
y’ person.” Although physics
classes can be challenging, many
deprive themselves of the
opportunity to pursue something
that might be right for them.
Many are surprised to find that
there are tutors and opportunities
to have “fun” with physics.
Recently, Rod Price, Kellogg
Community College’s Physics
instructor, and Mike Masterson,
the Math and Science
Department Chair, have
developed ways to make physics
more exciting. Both recently
joined the faculty at Kellogg

Community College and have
engaged physics students by
creating competitions to design
electric cars from scratch, having
guest speakers talk with physics
students and, for this semester,
designing steam-powered boats.

In an interview, Rod Price,
Kellogg Community College’s
physics instructor, mentioned that
in his physics classes there is a
“focus on improving problem
solving that is useful for everyone
while having a fun and open
atmosphere.” Further, he noted
that physics is far-reaching and
not necessarily a class solely for
engineers. Physics is an area of
study that allows students to
pursue better understanding of
the physical properties that
surround them. Many past
students have commented that
their success in the class can be
attributed to their teacher’s
involvement in their plans.

Most students that attend
KCC have visited or will visit the
LRC Open Computer Lab at least
one time throughout the school
year. Many students visit the lab
everyday, but they are still unclear
on what the lab does and why
they have so many rules.
Hopefully my observations and
this article will help to explain
some of things for you.

The computer lab offers
technical assistance. It provides
computer hardware, software, and
internet- access for the patrons
to use. The lab staff can assist you
in selecting the appropriate
software and they can show you
how to access software programs.
The staff may be able to answer
some additional basic questions
but they are not allowed to do
the patrons work for them. They
can direct you to online help,
textbook support and encourage
you to speak with your course
instructor.

I am amazed, for instance, at
the amount of computer illiteracy
that is displayed at the college
level. Everyone needs to be able
to perform the basic functions on
the computer in order to make it
through college. This includes
turning it on. If you are having a

The computer lab is
equipped with black and white
laser printers. They do not have
color printers. If you are a current
KCC student with a current KCC
ID validated with the current
semester sticker, you can receive
15 free instructional printouts.
If you do not have an ID with a
current sticker (a sticker that has
the current semester indicated on
it) you must pay ten cents per
sheet. | have never seen so many
people complain about this rule.
The open computer lab is exactly
that—open. It is open to the
public. Several people from the
community enjoy the services of
the lab, but are not privy to the
free printouts as KCC students.
This is why the lab asks that you
show your ID every time you
print something. Many students
will complain that they left their
ID at home or in the car and that
they shouldn't have to pay because
they are a student. To remedy
this you should make it a habit
of carrying your ID with you at
all times. The lab is not flexible
on this rule.
