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Bram Stoker’s 1897 book
“Dracula” has become one of the
most vampirized texts of all time.
There are dozens of film versions
dating back to 1922’
“Nosferatu” and including the
recent release “Van Helsing.”
KCC’s recent production of
“Count Dracula” joins the list of
Dracula homages.

“Count Dracula,” like many
of the versions, plays fast and
loose with the characters’ names
and identities. The one constant
in every production is the men-
acing presence of the Count.
Gary Cuyler, director of KCC'’s
production, has created, with
minimum set movement, the
maximum spookiness required
for the scenes with the Count
(Steven Michael Pignataro) him-
self. Special effects such as the
Count disappearing behind a
sofa (which is turned to prove
that he is gone), the Count speak-
ing from a picture above the
mantel (my favorite), and the
excellent giant vampire bat which
flew out over the audience at the
end of the second act to the de-
lighted horror of the audience.
were extremely effective.

The show began with a frieze
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of women so still that when they
began to move it truly was like
they came to life. The Count’s
castle was the apron area on either
side of the stage. Cuyler maxi-
mized the use of the small theater
with his clever staging, like when
Dr. Seward (Tim Becker),
Jonathan Harker (Jason Laske),
and Van Helsing are about to
find Mina (Bethany Liebrandt),
they use flashlights to find their
way through the darkened the-
ater. Cuyler has them bounce
their beams off every possible
facet of the theater, maximizing
the feeling of exploration. It
would not have been the same
had they walked in following one
straight light.

The drawing room aspect of
the production, which is where
the majority of the action took
place, was an excellent venue for
a character not in the book, the
vampy Sybil (Steph Martin), who
provides a comic foil for the dark
goings-on and brings back the
art of swooning. Van Helsing
(played by Russ Anderson) was
particularly well portrayed, seri-
ous and funny, dashing up the
stairs to feed his robust self. I was
particularly interested to see how
the production handled Renfield,
the fly-eating lunatic who is the
servant of Dracula. Surprisingly,
this character was quite true to
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by Bethany Grace Liebrandt)
the book; the physical portrayal
by Zac Hemker was outstanding,
sliding, jumping, crouching across
the play.

Reading a book is a wonder-
ful, personal experience.
Watching a play is a communal
sharing of literature. Having read

production was terrific; clearly
enormous amounts of time were
put in by crew and cast. Gary
Cuyler’s productions are always
a treat; I never tire of watching
a clever mind at work.

A coalition of health groups
exhorted Americans Wednesday
to take appropriate steps to
reduce their risk of catching colds,
getting the flu, or coming down
with strep throat this winter.

Simple precautions like
hand-washing, covering coughs
and sneezes to prevent the spread
of infection, and avoiding close
contact with others when you're
sick have gained new importance
in the wake of the national
shortage of influenza vaccine.

These three steps are the
focus of a national campaign to
arm Americans with strategies
for staying healthy during the
cold and flu season. The Joint
Commission on Accreditation of
Healthcare Organizations
(JCAHO) organized the effort
in cooperation with the U.S.
Centers for Disease Control and
Prevention, the American
Hospital Association, and other
groups waging war against
infectious disease.

While the campaign is timed
to coincide with National
Infection Control Week,
infection-control experts agree it
couldn't come at a more critical
juncture.

The U.S. vaccine supply was
slashed by nearly half after British
health authorities suspended the
license of a key vaccine supplier,
Chiron Corp., to manufacturer
its influenza vaccine, Fluvirin, in
a Liverpool plant. U.K. regulators

after Chiron failed to comply
with manufacturing and quality-
control practices, raising
concerns that some doses may
be contaminated with bacteria.

The sudden shortage of flu
shots has left many doctors and
clinics scrambling for vaccine to
meet current and future
demand. As the influenza season
heats up, some health
professionals worry that the
nation will be unprepared to
cope with a surge of critically ill
patients.

Millions of Americans get
the flu each year, according to
the Centers for Disease Control
(CDC). Common symptoms
include high fever, cough, and
muscle and body aches. Most
flu victims are back on their feet
in a week or two. But for some
people -- including the elderly,
the very young, and the
chronically ill -- the influenza
virus poses life-threatening

complications. Each year, about
36,000 people in the United
States die and more than 200,000
are hospitalized due to the flu,
the CDC said.

Colds tend to be minor, by
comparison, but they are highly
contagious. Americans suffer an
estimated 1 billion colds a year,
according to the National
Institute of Allergy and Infectious
Diseases. In some cases, a cold
virus paves the way for other
infections to invade the body,
such as sinus or ear infections and
bronchitis, said the American
Lung Association.

Strep throat, caused by the
streptococcal bacteria, sidelines
millions of people each year,
mostly children and young adults,
with red, painful throats, fever,
and swollen glands.

Because of the huge toll these
infections exact on the nation's
health, infection-control experts
recommend:

The best uses of this equip-
ment would be for working on a
Word document or using the in-
ternet to access research materials.
You need to come prepared with
your own storage device (disk,
memory stick, etc.) so that your
work can be saved. These laptops
will not be able to print your work.

You will need to present a
student ID that is validated for
current semester and a valid
driver’s license or state ID. After
you read over the guidelines, you
will sign a form and leave your
driver’s license with the checkout
form. The laptop has a battery life
of around ninety minutes of use.
You must return the laptop on
time or incure late fees.

The laptops can be used in
the library areas of the main level
of the LRC. This includes the
study rooms and the study carrels
on the second level too. Users can
also bring in their own laptops to
use for research.

In its second show of the
season, the Davidson Gallery at
Kellogg Community College is
featuring an exhibit that offers a
creative, alternative look at hu-
man relationships and
vulnerabilities. Using traditional
and nontraditional processes of
printmaking and drawing, Jill
Jepsen and Jason VanDalson in-
corporate pieces of everyday life,
such as a worn pillowcase or the
text from an email, into their
collages and prints.

Jepson and VanDalson cur-
rently teach part-time at the
School of Art at Western Michi-
gan University. Jepson received
her master of Fine Arts from
WMU in painting and
VanDalson earned his master’s
degree in printmaking from the
University of Michigan.

Jepsen uses collage, print-
making and sewing to create her
pieces. She begins with found
pieces of ordinary fabric or textiles
that individuals find comfort
from. Objects can range from an
inherited lace handkerchief or a
memory-laden wallpaper pattern.
The item becomes concealed as

she layers it with fabric, paper
and paint. The piece is further
manipulated through her rhyth-
mic cutting, mending and
stitching in an organized, yet
confused manner. The end result
is a piece which Jepsen says, “acts
as a means to find contentment
with one’s past.”

In her artist's statement Jeps-
en talks of the how fabric acts as

everyday life. He examines issues
of intimacy and romance by ex-
ploring bits of conversation found
in emails, letters, and personal
quotes. In one piece he explores
issues of romance and intimacy,
stenciling the text “One day I'll
refer to you as my first love but
really wish that you were my only
love” in a collage. VanDalson
continues to further explore his

A new kind of extra credit

Reading a book or watching
a movie then writing a paper on
it, volunteering for community
service, or making a video project
are some of the most common
ways to earn extra credit in a class.
But there are other ways besides
trying to give your grade a little
extra boost to put your creative
talents to work. Next time, why
not do an Honors Contract?

An Honors Contract is
different from an Honors class.
At KCC, several Honors classes
are offered each semester to
enhance students’ academic
experience; these classes are run
at a more challenging pace than
their counterparts.

By contrast, an Honors
Contract is a special project, such
as one of those listed above,
which is negotiated between the
student and the instructor. There
are limitless possibilities as the
student can learn more about or
do research on something that
greatly interests them or that
pertains to their desired career
path.

Last year, as an Honors
Contract in History 104, I
created three newspapers
commemorating three major
events in U.S. history: the
bombing of Pearl Harbor, the
fall of the Berlin Wall, and the
September 11 terrorist attacks.

I want to go into journalism
and writing as a career, and I love
U.S. history, so this was a great
project for me. I got experience
in writing news stories and
editorials, as well as in graphic
design, historical research, and
meeting deadlines. The project
required Internet research, a little
reading, and even watching a
couple of movies. It was a lot of
fun to do, I learned a lot, and it
gave me valuable experience.

This semester, in my
Communications class my
instructor offered extra credit for
anyone who reads Men Are From
Mars, Women Are From Venus
and writes a report on the
differences in the communication
needs and habits of men and
women. | decided to do this as
an Honors Contract and have
already started working on it.

Upon successful completion
of an Honors Contract, the
student receives credit for taking
an Honors class. While Honors
classes are only offered in certain
subject areas at certain times, an
Honors Contract can be done in
any class that the instructor offers
the opportunity in. Also, unlike
standard Honors classes, there
are no special requirements or
prerequisites for taking part in
one besides having good standing
in the class.

Honors Contracts are also
good for those involved in the
Honors Program at KCC. Four
Honors classes or Honors
Contract equivalents are necessary
to complete the Honors Program,
and Honors Contracts are a great
and convenient way to meet those

requirements.

The benefits of Honors
Contracts go beyond getting a
good report card. The student
can learn a lot more than they
might have if they simply took
the class. These projects are very
individualized and give the
student a great jump in their
career or fields of interest. They
also look great to scholarship
committees and even potential
employers.

Many instructors love it
when their students work on
Honors Contracts as well. It gives
them an opportunity to see true
academic growth in students, and
they might even learn a thing or
two themselves.

So maybe you would like to
bump your grade up a notch - or
maybe you need to completely
overhaul your grade - and some
extra credit will help you there.
But if you want to get more out
of the extra academic work you
do, or if you are looking to greatly
enhance your college experience,
I would suggest completing an
Honors Contract.

Scrubbing up with soap and
warm water for 15 seconds after
using the bathroom, taking out
the trash, changing a diaper,
handling food, or caring for a
sick friend or family member.
Using alcohol-based hand
sanitizers is an acceptable
alternative.

Keeping your sneezes and
coughs to yourself. Use a tissue,
your hands or the crook of an
elbow to cover your mouth and
nose. Wash your hand.

Staying away from other
people if you have a fever or other
symptoms of a contagious illness.
Going to work or school puts
others at risk of getting sick.

Jeanne Pfeiffer, a registered
nurse and president of the
Association for Professionals in
Infection Control and
Epidemiology, said these
measures bear repeating because
they represent the nation's most
powerful tools in the fight against
infections.

"Our culture has relied so
much on antibiotics that we have
not emphasized the things that
we can do to prevent infections
in the first place," she said.
