Please take a minute to
review this policy as use of campus
resources will be interpreted as
acceptance of this policy.

More specifically, in re-
cognition of students diverse
needs, several adjustments have
been made to update the LRC
lab and Open Computer lab
guidelines. These updates are

intended to improve the lab
environment in support of
student needs.  LRC lab
reminders are listed below. In
addition to these items, several
additional changes have been
made. Online chatting, for
example, will no longer be
prohibited as this is a tool that
s t u d e n t s  m a y  u s e  t o
communicate with your peers
and instructors, as well as family
and friends. Printing will no
longer require an ID for pickup,
and will be available for self-
service pickup. To address
situations when the lab is full,
overflow locations have been
identified and will be posted and
made available to students.

We are focusing our efforts
to provide a better learning en-
vironment, and improved com-
munication of our policies and
procedures. Ultimately, however,
maintaining an academically
focused environment is de-
pendent upon the students.

First time visitors walk into
the Learning Resource Center, see
the computer lab and request help
with locating the library. Our
phone calls are greeted with,
“Learning Resource Center” the
response is usually “Is this the
Library”? The answer of course is
“yes,” but we are so much more.

Our department on campus
is named to reflect a broad area
of information resources and
services. We hold more than
books; we have DVDs, videos,
CDs, newspapers, journals,
ebooks and online resources to
use here and at home.

Services at the LRC begin
with a barcode, which is attached
to your ID after completing a
brief form. Off-campus students
can apply for the barcode using
the link on LRC’s “Use the Library
@ Home” page. Once you receive
your barcode not only will you
be able to check out available
materials, but you will be able to
search our many databases from
home. Once you select a database
for example EBSCO host or
FirstSearch, enter your topic and
view all the full text articles
available for your assignment.

By using your barcode, you
will be able to go to your library’s

place holds on already checked
out items. You can also check
out  ebooks (electronic books)
from our library’s catalog. This
is accomplished by setting up an
account from the net library link
on the “Search for Books” page
of the LRC’s website.  You can
then view or check out thousand
of choices.

Once you have a barcode
you are welcome to come in and
fill out a simple form which will
allow you to check out materials
f rom any  o f  ou r  307
participating l ibraries in
Michigan. This service is called
“Michicard.”

If we don’t have something
that you need, you may fill out
one of our interlibrary loan
forms online (from the books or
magazine search page of the
LRC’s website.) Within a couple
of weeks, we will have the
requested materials for you. We
 borrow books and receive copies
of articles from libraries all over
the world. This service is called
“Interlibrary Loan.” So when
you walk through our doors, you
enter not only the LRC but a
world of endless resources and
possibilities.

woman’s fault believes that all-
African Americans should be
treated with hostility and
disrespect.

Other than saying it is about
assumptions this movie it too
detailed to even begin to describe.
Each individual plot crashes into
one after another one leaving you
on the edge of your seat the whole
movie. The twists and turns in
this movie will touch every range
of emotion from anger to
empathy to sympathy. If you
thought you were okay just
because you had a friend from a
different race, watch this movie;

So you haven't been busted
for illegally downloading music
yet, but your conscience is telling
you to stop pilfering the
intellectual property of your
favorite musicians.  What are
your options?  Of course, you
could always go to FYE or Barnes
and Noble, but over-priced, over-
packaged CDs are what drove
you to Napster in the first place,
right?

Fortunately, there is an
alternative.  The next generation
of digital music services has
emerged, offering convenient,
affordable, and totally legal
downloads.  Among these services
are iTunes, Rhapsody, and
eMusic.  If you're thinking about
going digital, it's a good idea to
take some time and decide which
service will best suit your musical
needs.  Here are some facts that
will help guide your decision.

Apple's iTunes is by far the
most commercially popular
digital music service.  If you're
the type of person who likes all
different kinds of music and has
a fair amount of disposable
income, this may be the best
choice for you.
It has over 2 million songs
available, including virtually every
genre, from hip-hop to twee-pop.

Ben Young per track, meaning you don't
need to buy an entire album if
you only care about one or two
singles. Full album downloads
starting at $9.99. On the other
hand if you want to take your
music with you, you'll need to
get an iPod, which is pretty costly.
With each new version of iTunes,
certain features will be added,
changed, or removed. Many
speculate that the price of iTunes
will be increasing in the near
future.

Next, we have Rhapsody. 
Yo u ' v e  p r o b a b l y  s e e n
commercials for Rhapsody on
television.  This is a subscription
service, meaning that you pay
one monthly fee to access the
songs. Rhapsody gives access to
1.3 million songs, which is
sufficient unless you're a big fan
of Loudon Wainwright III's
grandpa's high school band.

A monthly fee of $9.99
allows you to budget your
spending. Customized radio
stations let you discover new
music. Cons:
if you want to burn tracks to
discs, there is per-track fee in
addition to the $9.99 monthly
membership. Rhapsody doesn't
allow you to save the audio files
to your computer without an
extra fee (in other words, your
songs aren't really your songs).
Rhapsody's terms of service are
very specific, so you'll want to

make sure you understand exactly
what you're getting into before
you sign up.

Finally, we have eMusic,
another subscription-based
service.  eMusic is unique in that
it focuses solely on indpendent
record labels, so if you're a fan
of more obscure artists and you
want to discover new music, this
may be right for you.

eMusic offers three tiers of
membership, ranging from $9.99
to $19.99, depending on how
many downloads you want per
month. Tracks are sold as
unrestricted mp3 files, meaning
that you can save them right to
your computer and burn them
onto discs at no extra charge.
Independent musicians benefit
by gaining income and exposure.
Re m e m b e r  t h a t  n e a r l y
all commercially prominent
musicians are unavailable. The
number of tracks you can
download each month is limited
to 40, 65, or 90. Some users have
commented that eMusic's
interface is difficult to navigate. 

So there you have it.  Still
confused?
