Dear Members,

It has been 23 years since the
Elderhostel Institute Network first began
working with lifelong learning institutes (LLIs)
like yours, all across the country. Many new
members have joined since then, so let's
take a minute to review some background,
and bring everyone up-to-date.

In 1962, the first learning in retirement
program, the Institute for Retired Profession-
als (IRP) in New York City, opened its doors.
From that beginning, word slowly spread
about this new learning for older adults and
over the next 25 years or so, about 50 pro-
grams were started. Then, in 1988 the Elder-
hostel Institute Network (EIN) was estab-
lished to help the growing lifelong learning
movement start more programs and to pro-
vide resources to those already in existence.
To date, we have helped more than 200 new
programs get started.
